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Invasive Plants of the Southeastern States


Below is a list of ten of the most invasive plants in the southeast.   These plants are found and considered pests in all thirteen states in the southeast region.  The best way to kill any invasive plant to cut the steam at ground level and paint or spray the cut steam with an appropriate pesticide.   Two preferred pesticides are Roundup and Rodeo.  Rodeo is preferred for all spraying next to aquatic environments.  This procedure may have to be repeated several times to insure eradication.  Most woody and herbaceous weeds can be composted, however vines should be burned or land filled in plastic bags because vegetative reproduction is possible.
