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The Alabama-Mississippi Clean Marina Program is in its second year, and communities in both states share the benefits of the environmental stewardship of the marinas involved in the program. This bi-state effort is a voluntary, non-regulatory program that promotes responsible marina operating practices in the interest of protecting water quality. Coordinated by Mississippi-Alabama Sea Grant Consortium in partnership with agencies in both states, the program will help marinas protect their most important resource, clean water. Over time, the Clean Marina program will help to encourage marina operators to use more responsible practices, inform boaters of environmentally sensitive practices, and create better communication of existing laws by offering recognition for creative and proactive marina operators implementing these practices. 

Alabama has so far designated three marinas as Clean Marinas, with several more pledged to work towards becoming a Clean Marina within the next year. Likewise, Mississippi has also designated three marinas, with additional pledges slated for designation within the next month.
