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Youth and adult partnership was formed to delineate the Lake Bruin Watershed to determine total land area drainage and contributing streams. Lake Bruin is an oxbow lake popular for recreational use and a source of drinking water for small communities within Tensas Parish. Utilizing GIS information, GPS technology, land useage and soil characteristics to accurately identify water sources is of benefit for future studies relating to Lake Bruin's water quality. Initiation of an adult/youth water quality monitoring project for enhanced education on water quality and environmental awareness has begun.
