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The Southern Region Water Quality Coordination Project Information System (http://srwqis.tamu.edu/) presents information regarding Project activities as implemented through program teams in three focus areas: Agricultural Pollution Prevention, Rural Environmental Protection and Watershed Management. The website also showcases major Research, Education, and Extension programs addressing seven national water resource themes and conducted by Southern Region Land Grant Universities and partner agencies and organizations. The website features a search engine for Extension water resource publications from the entire southern region. The website links to a Drinking Water FAQ database through which citizens and Extension county agents can find answers to questions on health and nuisance issues in drinking water. Counties delineated on the state pages are linked to county-level information in databases hosted by EPA, USGS and state Cooperative Extension Services. The Information System also has GIS mapping capabilities. Two levels of access to data layers are provided. HTML-access users are able to select from a menu of data layers providing information such as soil type, land use, hydrology, roads, and population centers. Users can print maps that show the data of interest for their areas. Full-access users are able to download, supplement and manipulate the data layers provided.
