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Youth of today are going to be the leaders of tomorrow. It is our responsibility to educate them. One of the areas of importance is water quality and their involvement in the problems and solutions. By educating our youth about water quality and watershed issues, they will have a better understanding of the importance of these issues. Our youth must understand the basics of water, water quality, the water cycle, and non-point source pollution to understand the issues of the total watershed. We, as educators, are trying to establish a strong foundation to build upon by providing educational opportunities in water quality. Not only because it is important for our environment, but also because these topics are included in the State of Tennessee Science Curriculum Standards. 

The "Enviro Ed Expo" provides 4th and 5th graders the opportunity to learn about the physical properties and processes of water and water quality. Educational stations are setup to increase awareness of ways to improve our environment and with this information become better stewards of the environment. The stations incorporate educational information with activities that reinforce each concept. The group was surveyed to measure the understanding and the knowledge increased by a representative group.
