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The goals of the Source Water Program are to assist communities served by public water systems with highly or moderately susceptible drinking water sources; to reduce or eliminate the potential risks to drinking water supplies through the development of Source Water Protection Plans; and to provide assistance to entities for the implementation of contaminant preventative measures. Much time and effort was spent in putting together working relationships with primary Stakeholders in each area. These Stakeholders included local, state and federal officials; utility representatives and public interest groups. In Kentucky, a beneficial working relationship has been forged with several governmental agencies which include the Kentucky Division of Water Watershed Management Branch, U.S. Dept. Of Agriculture Natural Resources Conservation Service (NRCS), Farm Service Agency (FSA), and the University of Kentucky Agricultural Extension Service 

KRWA and the City of Mt. Vernon began a Source Water Assessment/Protection Program beginning in early 2005 to address land use issues which may have a direct impact on the taste and odor problems that the water system has experienced in the last few months. Several meetings and workshops have presented the results of the utility's source water assessment and collaborate on realistic strategies to protect the community's drinking water supply. The main objectives for the Lake Linville Watershed are three fold, 1) develop an understanding and a pathforward for the reduction of taste and odor problems which have recently developed; 2) long-term Watershed Protection planning and 3) engage local leadership and other entities to develop and implement multi-jurisdictional protection strategies. Creating partnerships with neighboring utilities, government and educational agencies, and citizens as a means to achieve protection of the drinking water supply.
